70th Anniversary celebrations

Seventy years ago on 3rd of July, 1939, the College of Engineering,
Trivandrum(CET) formally came into existence. This Government institution owes
its foundation to the bold and inspired vision of His Highness Chithira Thirunal
Balarama Varma the Maharaja of Travancore. The institution has grown and
expanded steadily, so much so that today it is not only the largest engineering
college in Kerala, but one of the biggest in the country. The institution runs 8 UG
programmes(B.Tech. in Civil Engg., Mechanical Engg., Electrical Engg.,
Electronics and Communication Engg., Computer Science and Engg., Applied
Electronics and Instrumentation, Architecture and Industrial Engg.) and 19 PG
programmes (including MCA and MBA). The institution also conducts evening
courses in B.Tech. M.Tech and MBA for the working professionals. It is the
institution with maximum number of courses accredited by the National Board of
Accreditation of AICTE in the country(all the undergraduate courses and all
eligible post graduate courses of the institution are accredited). The CET is also
extending its facilities to national level institutions such as IIST, IISER and sister
institutions in conducting their programmes. The proposed Centre for
Engineering Research and Development being established by the government
will be housed in the institution. The CET is completing 70 years of its existence
and excellence in imparting technical education. An year long set of activities are
planned as a part of the 70th anniversary celebrations which gets inaugurated on
28™ July 2009 at 3.00 pm.

The inaugural function is arranged at Sargam Stage in College of Engineering,
Trivandrum. Sri. M. A. Baby, Hon. Minister for Education and Culture, will be the
chief guest and Sri. M. Vijayakumar, Hon. Minister for Law & Parlimentary
Affairs will preside over the function. Dr. A. Jayakrishnan, Vice-Chancellor,
University of Kerala, Sri. Kuruvilla John ILA.S., Principal Secretary to govt.
(H.Edn. Department) and Dr. Kuncheria P. Isaac, Director of Tech. Education will
speak on the occasion.

The major activities planned during the year include conduct of 3 international
conferences and 3 national conferences, 2 Technical festivals, Inter collegiate
arts festival, Inter collegiate sports competitions, Guruvandanam, special Alumni
meet, Invited lectures by distinguished alumni and executives, conduct of short-
term courses and skill development programmes, publication of a technical and
management journal, Technical exhibition, Open house, services to community
programmes and lot more. Several infrastructure projects and academic
initiatives are also in the anvil.

Brief History

The institution was originally located in the heart of Trivandrum city in the former
office and bungalow of the Chief Engineer (which currently is the office of the
PMG and where the Planeterium and the Kerala State Science and Technology
Museum is now located). Maj. Mathewman, was appointed as the first principal
of the college with Vasthuvidya Kusala Sri. Balakrishna Rao, Retd. Water works
engineer to Government and Prof. D.L. Deshpande on the faculty. Thus the
college took shape with a small batch of 21 students each for the Degree and
Diploma courses, under the then Travancore University. The institution was
shifted to the present sprawling campus spread over 125 acres near Kulathoor in
1961. From the humble beginnings the institution has grown to a state of
national importance with 8 full fledged departments, more than 100 laboratories,
and a state of the art Central Work shop. The institution is the Alma mater for
thousands of engineers who occupy top positions in various fields of engineering
as well a administration, research, academics and services. The CET now has
more than 4000 students in its rolls(nearly 40% of them girls), and 300 faculty
members and an equal number of technical and supporting staff to facilitate the
functioning. It is the first preference institution in the state for the top ranking
students of the Kerala Engineering Entrance examination. The college boasts of
a Carrer Guidance and Placement Unit, one of the best in the country, and the
best companies make it a point to visit CET for campus recruitment. The
campus recruitment is near 90% with all eligible students getting more than one
offer. More than 10% of the students prefer higher studies or Civil services.



Facilities

The campus is fully networked and the institution has one of the best Central
Technical library, Central Computer Facility and Centre for Continuing
Education. The Institution is a BIS Approved Testing Centre and services are
utilized by many in industry. It also has a Pollution Testing Centre, AC Repair
and Maintenance Unit and a Water Resource Management Centre.

TEQIP project

The College of Engineering was identified as one of lead institution for
implementing the world bank aided Technical Education Quality Improvement
Programme(TEQIP) in the state of Kerala. An amount of Rs. 294.235 million was
allotted to the college(highest in the country). The project was successfully
completed this year with a visible change in infrastructure and academic activities.
Fifteen (15) state of the art laboratories were newly added and all other

laboratories were modernized.

Services to community programmes

The Institution has undertaken more than 200 services to community
programmes in the last two years under TEQIP project. The notable among them
are Providing a pedal operated pump and floating platform to the blind school at
Vellayani, training mentally challenged students, energy conservation awareness
programmes, skill development programmes to unemployed and socially and
economically backward youth, orientation programmes for economically weaker
students in engineering subjects, various training programmes for school children,
internet awareness programme for school teachers and housewives, energy

awareness programmes for residence associations etc.



Environmental initiatives

The campus of CET is one of the greenest in the country with more than 1100
trees of 120 species, 40 varieties of birds, and 16 varieties of butterflies. The
institution was hounored several times for its efforts in water harvesting,
documenting its flora and fauna and maintaining the greenery. Three books have
been published on its flora and fauna(Trees in our campus, Feathered friends of
the Campus and Flying Jewels of the Campus)
